In order to install the software insert the CD into the CD Drive and click on the Start button, then click Run and locate the CD via the browse button. Once you have found the CD click on the Setup program. This will install the 3S system onto your hard drive in the C:\Program Files\ThreeSTrap folder.

The enclosed CD is a demo version of our Shooting Sports Software Trapshooting System. This demo version has the 2002 Utah State tournament loaded so you can do everything the system is designed to do except delete the tournament tables. The program is set for computer squading and print receipt mode of operation. The program starts at the current event number at 1. If you want to change this simply click on the up / down arrow associated with the event number on the main screen.

The system is designed to use the ATA or PITA PC Master data CD, which allows you to have the past three years of shooter data available for handicapping. This is done via the Shooter menu under shooter handicapping. We have also left the member table with approx 9900 records and the History table has approx. 117,000 records.

The help system included with the system is over 160 meg in size and has a write up on each program in the system. You can invoke the help for the current program you are running by clicking on the F1 key or you can click on the help button to start the main help screen and then you can navigate to the required help file.  The help system is included in the Help folder in the ThreeSTrap folder and is in MS Word format. You can print this help system out but remember it is over 250 pages of text and graphics. We suggest that you review the help system before beginning to run the system and pay careful attention to the setup menu. The setup menu is the heart of the system and if this is incorrect you will have problems.


We post to our web site every other month a new version of the ATA PC Master data CD that can be downloaded. This is then imported into the 3S history table. We ask that each user who wishes to use this feature to pay us $20.00 per year for this service.


If you have any questions please feel free to give me a call at the number shown below. If you want feedback from our users visit our web site and go to the user comments page. You can then e-mail the users and ask them for their comments on the system and the post sale support of the software.


If you get the large red box shown at startup you can ignore this if you are running in stand-alone mode. If running on a network and you get this message you MUST fix the problem before running the system on a network.

Requirements:

The 2002 Utah State shoot that is loaded was done on a network and using Computer Squading. If you want to set the system to stand alone mode and Manual squading you must do the following steps after you have loaded the system onto your PC.

Step 1 – From the Squads menu run menu item A (Print Squading Tables). This will print you a master squading sheet / sheets. You will need these in order to see where all of the shooters are squaded.

Step 2 – From the Squads menu run menu item B (Clear / Build Squading Tables). When you have this program up and running click on the Clear button. The clear button will clear the squading tables. If you need to re-build these tables later you can by simply clicking on the Build button. Once you have cleared the squading tables go to step 3.

Step 3 – From the Setup Menu run menu item #1. At the bottom of the form, click on the manual squading radio button. Once you have done this click the done button to close this setup program. If you get a message telling you that you are in Computer squading you must return to Step 2 to clear the squading tables.
